®» ‘A team shall field four bowlers, inclusive of at least one bowler of
either gender, with the team composition criteria as stipulated in
point 3 of the Rules and Regulations in order to compete on
tournament day.’ [4.1]

‘In the event a team is unable to field the four bowlers in
accordance with the correct feam composition, the tfeam may still
compete with only three bowlers, as long as the bowlers are at
least 10 years old and the team includes at least one bowler of

either gender.’ [4.1]

®» ‘Teams with three bowlers inclusive of at least one bowler of either
gender will be allowed to participate with a ‘blind bowler’ and a
blind score of 30 pin falls per game. The ‘blind bowler’ shall be

placed in first position.’ [4.14] do b
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Reporting

» Team officials shall submit their players’ ORIGINAL

identification cards* and team line
up sheet o the presiding Tournament Official, at
east 15 minutes before the scheduled

time of play [7.3]

*Valid Identification include ‘Singapore pink or blue
identity card, valid passport, student pass with NRIC
number or driving license... Failing which he/she will not
be allowed to compete in the match’ [7.1]




Equipment & Attire

» ‘Bowlers are required to be properly and
appropriately dressed tfor bowling. If a bowler is
not appropriately dressed, he/she may not be
permitted 1o bowl.

» Male bowlers shall preferably wear pants or slacks and shirts
with sleeves. Round neck shirts are acceptable.

» Female bowlers may wear skirts, shorts, pants, slacks or dress
shorts.

» Jeans material pants and slacks are allowed for both genders.
Any other attire not specifically stated above shall be permitted
only with the Organisers’ approval.’ [6.1]
